° 2 points for2-1

° 1 point for 1-2

The quarter finals and semi finals will be a single frame straight
knockout. The final will be the best of three games.

The remainder of the places will be decided on total points
scored, or placings in knockout and then aggregate score differ-
ences.

The event organisers will score the semi-finals and final of the
main competition. The players will score all the earlier matches.

The number of leagues and format of leagues will be dependant
on the number of teams entering on the day of the competition
and the organisers reserve the right to alter the rules of the event
and the format on the day. However competitors will be informed
